FIRE DEFENSIBLE PLANTS

When planted with defensible spacing, these materials have been observed to resist the ravages of fire in the landscape. Utilizing these plants
in a manner that gives fire no avenue to structures will limit the risk of fire damage. The West has a history of many disastrous wildfires that have

claimed many homes. The use of fire defensible plants near structures in conjunction with sound fuel reduction practices and in accordance

with the maintenance of required defensible spacing will reduce the threat to structures in the future. These plants are divided into two zones:
0'to 20' from the structure, and 20' to 100' from the structure. In the 0' to 20' zone, the minimum recommended distance from the structure may

vary for certain specific plants as noted below.
